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What is Chaos Communication Camp?

• tent camp every four years
(alternating with SHA in the Netherlands)

• organized by Chaos Computer Club

• on the grounds of a brickworks museum, Ziegeleipark Mildenberg

• many km of narrow-gauge railway tracks

• three small ports at the Havel river

• playing ground, stables with pigs/goats/rabbits, swimming pond

• kilns, workshops and other industrial buildings (partly ruins)



Infrastructure

• existing infrastructure not enough
for 6000 hackers “and related lifeforms”

• additional electricity, water and wastewater supplies

• toilet and shower containers

• diesel generators and solar panels

• CCC’s famous Datenklos (data toilets)

• truckloads of stuff

• hundreds of helpers (“angels”) caring for people and material

• first helpers started weeks before
